The Place Masséna is the main square of the city. Before the covering of the 
Paillon River, the Pont-Neuf was the only practicable path between the old 
town and the modern one. The square was thus divided into two parts (North 
and South) in 1824. Since the destruction of the Masséna Casino in 1979, the 
Place Masséna became more spacious and less dense and is now bordered by 
red ochre buildings of Italian architecture. The Place Masséna is a two-minute 
walk from Promenade des Anglais, old town, town centre, and Albert I Garden 
(Jardin Albert Ier). 

The Promenade has its blue chairs (chaises bleues) and cabanas perfect for a 
lazy time along the Mediterranean and for contemplation of the azure blue 
water of the Bay of Angels (la Baie des Anges).
